CLUB HAL® AFTER HOURS
Club HAL hours have been extended 
so that parents can enjoy an “evening 
out” while their children are well looked 
after by the permanent, full-time staff of 
directors who hold degrees in education, 
childhood development and recreation. 
Available for $5 per child per hour, this 
convenient service is available from  
10 p.m. to midnight. 

PRIVATE BABYSITTING
Private babysitting is available for 
children ages 5 and under. This service is 
available only while the ship is at sea and 
takes place in the passenger cabin of the 
child(ren). Available for $8 per hour for 
the first child and $5 per hour for each 
additional family member, this service is 
staffed by female Holland America Line 
employees and wives of employees. 

HALF MOON CAY ACTIVITIES
On Half Moon Cay, our private 
Caribbean island, a Club HAL staff 
member organizes sandcastle building 
and supervises activities at the island 
playground and picnic area. The island 
also boasts Half Moon Lagoon, an aqua 
park complete with water slides, pirate 
ship to explore, water cannons and foam 
sea creatures to play and float on.

ALASKA ACTIVITIES

In Alaska we offer family-friendly shore 
excursions such as light hiking, sea 
kayaking, a floatplane adventure and 
cycling. Plus, our award-winning Junior 
Ranger Program allows kids to take part 
in activities and events with Glacier Bay 
National Park rangers while in Glacier 
Bay and throughout the cruise.
